The Lord prepares us for the coming of the Paraclete

Jesus prepares his disciples (including us) for his impending departure with the instruction, " if you 
love Me, you will keep My commandments".  He further states, the Father will send another messenger 
identified as the Spirit of Truth, which is the Holy Spirit, for "I will not leave you orphans".   

In the first reading many of the Samaritans became Christians after witnessing the miracles 
Phillip performed through the Holy Spirit, casting out unclean spirits and healing paralyzed and 
crippled people. Hearing that the people of Samaria were accepting the Word, Peter and John prayed 
with them, laid hands on them and they received the Holy Spirit.  

Jesus' sacrifice will not be forgotten or in vain. He offers us an advocate, the Holy Spirit, (the 
Spirit of Truth).  If we love Him and obey Him, He will never leave us.  Jesus states " in a little while 
the world will no longer see Me, but you will see Me.
