Today, we celebrate the great mystery of our faith, the Most Holy Trinity. It is unfathomable by the human mind, 

but our faith leads us to live lives that reflect the Triune God.  

 

Today’s readings give us a glimpse of the nature of our One God, yet three distinct Persons … how they relate to 

each other and how we are drawn into this relationship … that we may get to enjoy this relationship for all eternity! 

The popularly quoted John 3:16 … “For God so loved the world that He gave His only son, so that everyone who 

believes in Him might not perish but might have eternal life.” … in our Gospel Reading tells us the purpose and 

mission of Jesus. Moreover, it reminds us that the heart of the Trinity is missionary: God sent His Son to save us 

and we were gifted with the Holy Spirit to continue the mission! Let us continue to grow in our relationship with 

God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit! 

Yes, it is impossible to explain the mystery of the Most Holy Trinity, but we can appreciate the “relationship” 

within the Trinity that God wants us all to be a part of. We have received so much from the Triune God because 

God wants to have a loving relationship with us. In unison let us all thank God and declare today’s entrance 

antiphon, “Blest be God the Father, and the Only Begotten Son of God, and also the Holy Spirit, for He has shown 

us His merciful love.”
