Spiritual Reflection 20th Sunday of Ordinary Time

The Importance of Believing and Salvation

In today’s Gospel Reading (John 6:51 - 58), Jesus continues to teach the crowd and us, too, on the need to eat His flesh
and drink His blood to gain Eternal Life. We also see the crowd who continue to question and who obviously cannot
understand what Jesus is teaching them.

In response to the people who quarreled over Jesus” words, He teaches them with even greater emphasis and says,
“Amen, amen, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you do not have life within
you. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him on the last day.”

Indeed, it was difficult for the crowd then to understand what Jesus was teaching them ... perhaps because this reality
could only be understood after Jesus passion, death and resurrection.
